RESPECT LIFE

Brothers:

The Freedom of Choice Act is the most hideous piece of legislation to come along in many years. The last thing it guarantees is Freedom of Choice. If you are a doctor who refuses to do abortions you are in danger of losing your license, or at least can be sued for refusing to do abortions. Where is the freedom of choice for him? If you are a hospital and refuse to allow abortions to be performed in your hospital, you may lose the right to operate. As an Administrator, or Board of Director, where is your right to choose? That you want the freedom to make up your own mind, and that you don’t need Washington to set limits on our medical community or on our ability to choose.
